Truncate Those
Credit Card Receipts

Pete McNamara, President

Are you truncating or shortening the
account information on your
customers’ credit card receipts? If
not, you face fines of up to $11,000
per violation. Since December 1, 2006,
the Fair Credit Reporting Act has
required that the electronically printed
and debit card receipts must be
shortened or truncated. You can
include no more than the last five
digits of the card number. The
expiration date must be deleted.

The FTC can file actions, but so can
private attorneys! A number of class
action lawsuits are already pending.
